1¢'s Week 12 - No More Subs or New Players

Rules 16B, 17D and 19C are in effect for the remainder of the season. Postponements
require the approval of the executive director and you may not use subs or add shooters.
Check your rosters on our website to make sure that every player is listed correctly and
that you have paid for added players. To be eligible for the postseason, you must play a
minimum of 3 separate matches in a spot where your name will be listed on the
scoresheet (either doubles or singles) as there is no required listing for the team
members who played in the Team Game.

16B Addition of New Players. No team members may be added after the 9th week of the
regular season. This includes players who may have substituted earlier in the season.
Players added to a team must play in a minimum of three (3) regular season matches to
be eligible to play in the division playoffs and League Championships.

17D Substitutes. No substitutes are allowed after the 9th week of the regular season.
Substitutes are not eligible for awards.

19C Postponements. All postponements must be made up prior to the start of end-of-
season playoffs. Matches made up after the 9th week of the regular season will be subject
to Rules 16.B. (Addition of New Players), 17.D. (Substitutes), and 20.C. (Forfeits). There
will be no postponements after the 9th week of the regular season without the prior
approval of the Executive Director.

WADA Member of the Year Award

The Washington Area Darts Association Member of the Year Award is given annually to a
member of WADA who has distinguished themselves in the areas of sportsmanship,
leadership and/or service to the organization. This Award may be received by any active
member in good standing of WADA regardless of skill level and may only be received
once in a player's career (Board Members and Officers are not eligible). Nominations are
due by the end of November and will be voted on during the December Board
Meeting.

Bylaw Change: ARTICLE XIII - Amendments, Rules and Regulations

Section 1 - These bylaws may be amended by a majority vote of the Board of Directors once proposed changes as have been posted for
30 days, subsequent to ratification by a majority vote of team captains at a scheduled team captains meeting once the changes have been
posted for 30 days. In the event that a ratified change to the bylaws requires an amendment to the Articles of Incorporation, such a change
shall be made.

Section 2 - Rules and regulations, other than the WADA Rules of Play, written to supplement and implement the provisions of these
bylaws shall be devised by the Rules and Bylaws committee for the fulfilling of the purposes of this Association, for clarity, uniformity
and edification.

Section 3 - All changes to the rules and regulations and supplementary provisions to these bylaws made by the Rules and Bylaws
committee shall be announced in the weekly results sheet, and sent to all Board Members, Officers of WADA, team captains and
sponsors and are subject to the approval of the Board of Directors by a majority vote once proposed changes are posted for 30 days.

Rule Change for Shooters' fees deadline

***highlighted in RED are the changes that need to be made***

14. Team Applications, Rosters and Fees.

. Team applications for each WADA season must be received by the announced deadline to be guaranteed a position on the
schedule. Applications received after the deadline will be considered on a first-come, first-served basis, and will be accepted
only if there are positions available on the schedule. Applications will not be accepted after the first week of play.

. Team rosters, individual shooter fees, and new membership fees are due for all team members by the end of the [second
(2nd) week] of each season. A team will not be considered as Paid until all fees and a completed Team Roster are received.

1. End of [Week 2] — If payment and/or Roster form have not been received, 3% penalty points will be assessed for each
week.

2. End of Week 3 — If payment and/or Roster form have not been received, unless an Exemption has been granted by the
ED, the team will be dropped from the league for the remainder of that season.

3. It is the responsibility of the team captain to ensure that the required team fees are paid and the completed Team Roster
form has been submitted and received.

4. See Rule 5A for definition of a Full Team and the maximum number allowed on a team.

Provisional Rule Additive
"Mon-Smokers' Privilege"

7. Beginning a Game. (In any sponsoring bar that may have boards in a non-smoking section, all players
must honor any request to play any given match in that non-smoking section. Such request must be
made prior to the start of a match. If no reguest is made, matches will be played on boards designated
by the home team captain. )

A, All games begin by throwing cork. The "home” team always has the option to throw cork on the
first leg. The loser of the first leg has the option on throwing cork in the second leg. If a third leg is
necessary, "home" team has option on throwing cork. The team that throws closest to the cork

throws first in the leg. Only players scheduled to play in the game may throw cork.
